Incident Management Team Term: All selected IMT members will serve one year, and are required to re-
apply on an annual basis.  
 
Positions: The MNICS Taskforce strongly encourages all applicants – qualified and trainee – to apply. All 
applicants applying to a primary position who are not selected for a specific team will be placed in the 
alternate pool. 
 
Qualified Applicants: All qualified applicants will be considered. Qualifications must be current at the time 
of team selections. 
 
Trainee Applicants: Trainees with a current open task book may apply for positions. Trainees will be 
selected based on MNICS position needs and interagency priorities. 
 
Alternate and Discretionary Applicants: Alternate and discretionary team members are encouraged to 
apply for positions listed on the recruitment application.  
 
How to Apply: All applicants must apply through the T3 IMT APPLICATION to be considered. If you are 
applying for multiple positions, you must complete a form for each position.
