How Does the Large Shelter Differ from the 
Regular Shelter?

The large shelter is longer, wider and taller than the regular 
shelter and weighs about 0.6 lbs. more. The table above 
shows the dimensions of both shelters. The large version is 
recommended for firefighters who are taller than 6’1” or 
whose girth is larger than 53”. Firefighters shorter than 5’7” 
may have difficulty deploying and holding the large shelter 
down. The large shelter is easily identified by “LARGE” 
stenciled on the quickdeployment strap. The large shelter’s 
deployment strap is orange rather than yellow, the color of 
the strap on the regular shelter.

Requisitioning from the Defense Logistics Agency (DLA)
