Pump Operations are Serious

The pump operator noticed steam from the
discharge hose and interpreted this as excessive
pressure. To relieve this pressure, while straddling
the suction hose, the operator opened the already
partially open gated wye which fed a one-inch hose
back to the water source. After opening the valve,
the suction hose violently slipped out of the
coupling, spraying scalding water on the operator
resulting in serious burn injuries.
